You should:

Use your floor plan from part 1 as a base to build your 3D model

Your model should be on a ¼”=1’ scale

Add doors, windows, and walls to your floor plan building it in to a 3D model

Your walls should be no shorter than 10’ tall

*Make sure that you cut in your windows and doors before securing your walls down to the foundation*
